ASP.NET AJAX Debugging

• Enable debugging in the configuration file.
• Use tracing on the server.
• Use the methods of the Sys.Debug class to 

set breakpoints and handle trace output.
• Enable debugging in your browser.
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• Enable debugging in your browser.
• Attach the Visual Studio debugger to your 

Internet Explorer instance, or use external 
tools to debug in other browsers.

• Use external tools to capture HTTP traffic.



Debugging

• Microsoft AJAX Library provides the 
Sys.Debug class for debugging client 
applications

• Sys.Debug.assert(<cond>, message, 
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• Sys.Debug.assert(<cond>, message, 
displayCaller) Checks for a condition, and if the 
condition is false, displays a message and 
prompts the user to break into the debugger.



Sys.Debug important methods

• Sys.Debug.traceDump(object, name) Dumps an 
object to the debugger console and to the 
TraceConsoletextarea element, if available.

• Sys.Debug.fail(message) Displays a message in the 
debugger's output window and breaks into the 
debugger.
